Ensure successful implementation of integrated community case management as per the project’s documents. 

Provide supportive supervision to HHP/ CBDs and CBD monitors. Ensure provision of quality health service delivery and established a strong referral system.  In addition, the project officer will ensure that the ICCM project does not run out of essential drugs and equipment. The project officer will facilitate good practice and ensure compliance to applicable implementation process of health interventions - in particular as they relate to standard guidelines (MOH guidelines). Work in collaboration with Boma health communities, CHD,  Payam office and local government officials.
Major Responsibilities

· Provide regular and consistent technical assistance and supportive supervision to the ICCM health project. 
· Build capacity of HHP/ CB monitors and CBDs supervisors through on-Job-Training, regular mentorship and regular supervision. 

· Set up a drug supply system that maintains a regular supply of essential medicines and equipment while ensuring good storage of drugs and equipment and efficient safe distribution.

· Implement a recognized system of monitoring of cases to ensure that those targeted receive treatment and their outcomes are monitored to measure the impact of the programme as per MoH standards. 

· Ensure the health project reporting protocols are implemented according to the national guidelines and reports submitted in time.

· Supervise health activities at health and community levels. 

· Contribute in the development of training curriculum, tools and facilitate or co-facilitate nutrition related trainings for Health Workers e.g. IMCI, ICCM

· Support the systematic delivery of Health, Hygiene and Nutrition education messages to the target programme beneficiaries and the entire community.

· Submit regular progress report to the project Manager for continuous assessment of the effectiveness and the impact of the programme

· Co-ordinate and monitor the health interventions at facility level in close collaboration with the Ministry of Health staff and other partners in the area.
