· In collaboration with OTP-TSFP Nurse aid, identify mothers / caregiver who requires individual support and conduct adapted counselling session

· Participate in elaborating teaching materials and adapt them to the targeted audiences.
· Ensure attractive and pleasant atmosphere for health and nutrition education sessions

· Explain the nutrition treatment and follow up procedures in the nutrition centre, especially regular presence and follow up of the treatment.

· Explain cause and consequence of malnutrition, importance of treatment and way to prevent

· Explain the importance of good personal hygiene, food hygiene and environmental hygiene practice in the centre and at home (nail cutting, washing hands before cooking food, taking meal and after latrine etc.)
· Suggest new community health activity materials to be ordered.
