FINAL EVALUATION OF IRC’S PRO-ACT PROJECT IN PANYIJIAR, GANYLIEL COUNTY, SOUTH SUDAN
ORGANIZATION BACKGROUND: 
Founded in 1933, the International Rescue Committee (IRC) is one of the largest humanitarian agencies in the world, providing relief, rehabilitation and post-conflict reconstruction support to victims of oppression and violent conflict. In South Sudan, the IRC is one of the largest providers of aid for more than 20 years now. Today, the IRC continues to serve communities with emergency relief and reconstruction assistance and operating in both refugee and host communities affected by conflict and hazard crisis. The International Rescue Committee (IRC) has been implementing Economic Recovery and Development (ERD) programs in South Sudan since 2005. In December 2015, the IRC with funding from Europe Aid (EU) began implementing the Pro-Resilience Action project ‘Building resilience of vulnerable communities through integrated food security and nutrition approaches’ (PRO-ACT) project in Panyijiar County, Southern Unity State of South Sudan. 

THE PROJECT SUMMARY: 
The PRO-ACT project ‘Building resilience of vulnerable communities of Panyijiar County through integrated food security and nutrition approaches’ was a  24-month (December 2015–December 2017) project focused on food and nutrition security  support strategies to the vulnerable groups in the conflict areas of Panyijiar County in southern Unity State. 

This EU-funded project was implemented by the IRC in collaboration with the Universal Intervention and Development Organization (UNIDO). The project aimed at supporting poor food- and nutrition-insecure of Panyijiar County to respond to crisis and to strengthen their resilience and coping capacity. The project targeted 36,000 individuals (4,500 households) through the key intervention areas of food security, nutrition, and disaster risk reduction. Food insecurity and lack of nutritious diet are having disproportionate impact on women and children, denying children the food and nutrition they need to reach their cognitive and development potential.  
EVALUATION OBJECTIVES AND MAIN USERS
The main objectives of the evaluation is to provide the relevant external co-operation services of the European Union, the partner government and, when appropriate, the wider public with:

· an overall independent assessment of the past performance of the PRO-ACT project, paying particularly attention to the results of the project against its objectives;

· key lessons and recommendations in order to improve current and future action

· The evaluation will also help IRC management, national stakeholders to understand the project performance towards achieving its stated goal and objectives, and to learn from project approaches used
