Terms of Reference for Consultant to develop national child participation strategy

1. Introduction 

Save the children international South Sudan seeks to recruit the national consultant to develop national child participation strategy that will support Save the children South Sudan programs on a transformative journey to break the silence and amplify the voices of children across all spheres of decision making that have an impact on their lives. Save the Children works for a future of children, their families and communities realize social equity and dignity; have access to their basic physical, emotional and development needs. We employ approximately 25,000 people across the globe and work on the ground in over 100 countries to help children affected by crises, or those that need better healthcare, education and child protection. We also campaign and advocate at the highest levels to realise the right of children and to ensure their voices are heard.

We are working towards three breakthroughs in how the world treats children by 2030:

· No child dies from preventable causes before their 5th birthday 

· All children learn from a quality basic education and that,

· Violence against children is no longer tolerated 

2. Background 

Child participation is essential principle cutting across all programs such as Child Protection, Child Rights Governance, Education, Health and Nutrition, FSL, Advocacy and Child Safe Guarding.
Participation is a fundamental human right and a core element of a human rights-based approach. Participation represents the right of rights holders - including children - to demand their rights and to hold duty bearers to account. Right holder participation and duty bearer accountability are complementary parts of a human rights-based approach, which develops the capacity of rights holders to claim their rights, and of duty bearers to meet their obligations to respect, protect and fulfil human rights in society

3. Purpose.
The purpose of this assignment is to develop national child participation strategy in South Sudan to provide guidance on how to protect and advance all children’s right to be heard and express their opinions in all matters affecting them in line with national, regional and international policies.
4. Specific objectives 
· To establish platform for child participation in South Sudan

· To strengthen the institutional framework, commitment and capacities of child participation in the country

· Development of a Monitoring mechanism and for the implementation of the strategy
5. Scope and focus of the Assignment 
The scope and focus of the assignment is to provide technical and strategic facilitation of child participation strategy development.  The assessment will be conducted in areas where Norad framework is implemented; Bor, Rumbek and juba with teachers, children, parliamentarians, partners and line ministries.

The assessment will include review of relevant documents, in particular national, regional and international policies in relation to child participation and child participation strategies of difference countries. A key aspect of the consultancy is preparation for and facilitation of a data collection in Bor, Rumbek and Juba.
6. Roles and Responsibilities

· Selecting, contracting and managing the consultant
· Covering the cost of and managing communications and logistics associated with the assessment

· Conduct interviews, focus group discussion with children, teachers, CSO, line ministries and local authorities in Rumbek, Bor, Malualkon, Akobo, Maban,  Kapotoa and Juba

· Production of deliverables in accordance with the requirements and timeframes of the Terms of Reference 

· Compiling and presenting information orally, visually and in writing 

· Train numerators on data collection tools 

· Drafting and finalizing the child participation strategy

· A comprehensive review of child participation documents to ascertain the level of engagement
· Interviews with key informants within government, civil society and inter-governmental organizations such as UNICEF and other child base organization in South Sudan. 
· Focus group discussions with child-led organizations to find out the level of engagement in the issues affecting them.
8. Deliverables

The consultant will provide the following deliverables:
· Child participation strategy

· A Power Point concise presentation highlighting the key findings and recommendations to be presented to SCI
· Child participation strategy document including but not limited to: 

· Executive summary
· Background
· Internal and external analysis, including good practice principles, practical guidelines and specific mechanisms for involving children and young people in decision-making processes
· Strategic priorities 
· Strategy for promoting and supporting children’s participation
· An M&E framework
· Hard and soft copies of the final child participation strategy in line with a work plan submitted and approved by SCI

9. Requirements

The ideal consultant will have knowledge of and/or proven expertise in:
· Child protection, child right governance, education, health
· Knowledge on international and regional legal framework

· Participatory approaches in conducting assessments and facilitating strategy development processes with children

· At least 10 years of relevant work experience in international development, governance or related studies within a fragile country preferably in the South Sudan 
· Demonstrated understanding of major development sectors and issues within the South Sudan context and the region including humanitarian crises and conflicts, displacement and girl child’s rights dynamics.
· Demonstrated experience in engaging with high level government officials and private sector actors and INGOs
· Demonstrated or established networks to support engagement with key stakeholders required for the study 
· Consult must be south Sudanese 
· Good understanding of Save the children’s work and development issues within the country and the region is desirable
