Save the Children is an international non-governmental organization that works for a future of children, their families and communities realize social equity and dignity; have access to their basic physical, emotional and development needs.
Save the Children International South Sudan Country Office invites expressions of interest from local and national partners who have interest in working with Save the Children International - South Sudan Programs. The deadline for the submission of the Expression of Interest is by the 11th of November 2023. After this date, expressions of interest will be reviewed by a Technical Specialists and Partnership team and insert those that are qualified into the Country Partner Scoping. 
The partner scoping exercise seeks to assess the capacity of the local and national partner organizations in the areas of thematic expertise mainly in the area of food security and livelihoods, health, nutrition, WASH, Advocacy, education, child protection and child rights governance.  as well as presence on geographical locations.  We work with partners of diverse type, capacity, technical expertise, and geographic focus including local and international organizations, Government of South Sudan, UN agencies, research centers, academic institutions, and media agencies.  Save the Children’s Theory of Change includes and is based on partnership as a central facet of the framework to amplify the impact of its work and to ensure sustainability. The main objective of this exercise is to have a strategic partnership agreement with those national partners that have the capacity on the above sectors. 
Partnership scoping is an internal exercise to contribute to the contextual understanding, conduct due diligence checks and ensure complementarity in potential partners. This context understanding is critical to select the best-placed partners, with whom we can work to improve the lives of children. The aim for the country offices is to complete a comprehensive partnership scoping exercise at least once within each strategic plan period to establish a database with potential partners for the thematic areas that are part of the Country Strategic Plan.  

Partnership Approach

Save the Children defines partnership as a formal or informal relationship over an agreed period of time between two or more organizations with mutual commitment, accountability and contribution of resources to bring change in children’s lives in contexts of development and emergencies.
