Ensure all inventory of surgical supplies on track and notify the supervisor in case of any
shortage

Support the scrub nurse in keeping a sterile environment in the theatre and the recovery ward
Supervise the sterilization of surgical instruments.

Request anaesthesia equipment repairs, adjustment or safety test on regular bases.
Responsible for compilation and submission of monthly theatre indicators’ reports
Monitor in-patient vital signs and assist in the administration of medication in the ward
Ensure routine drugs/medicines/consumables are requested in time for theatre use.
Attend to other duties as directed by the supervisor
