	An award will be made based on the Trade Off Method. The award will be issued to the responsible and reasonable offeror who provides the best value to DAI and its client using a combination of technical and cost/price factors.  


1. Introduction and Purpose

1.1 Purpose

DAI, the implementer of the U.S. Agency for International Development (USAID)-funded Resilience through Agriculture in South Sudan (RASS) Activity, invites qualified offerors to submit proposals to supply and deliver Environmental Monitoring and Management consultancy in support of program implementation. 
The Resilience through Agriculture in South Sudan (RASS) Activity is a four-year (2021-2025) program led by DAI and its sub-contractors: CARE International (CARE), International Fertilizer Development Centre (IFDC), and the Architectural and Engineering Firm. 
The purpose of the USAID Resilience through Agriculture in South Sudan (RASS), is to improve food security and community household recovery and resilience in 13 target counties, reducing long-term reliance on humanitarian assistance through accomplishing the following objectives:  

OBJECTIVE 1: Improve the effectiveness of local systems and strengthen the capacities of community groups to achieve gender responsive and diversified market-sensitive production.  

OBJECTIVE 2: Facilitate increased production of diverse nutritious foods by strengthening productivity, reducing food loss, and improving nutrition behaviors.  

OBJECTIVE 3: Strengthen and expand household and community opportunities for sustainable, locally driven livelihoods.  

1.2 Issuing Office

The Issuing Office and Contact Person noted in the above synopsis is the sole point of contact at DAI for purposes of this RFP. Any prospective offeror who fails to register their interest with this office assumes complete responsibility in the event that they do not receive direct communications (amendments, answers to questions, etc.) prior to the closing date.

1.3 Type of Award Anticipated

DAI anticipates awarding a Fixed Price subcontract. The Fixed Price Award will state a total fixed price for the provision of the specific services and is not adjusted if the vendor’s actual costs are higher or lower than the fixed amount.  This subcontract type is subject to change during the course of negotiations.

2. General Instructions to Offerors
2.1 General Instructions

“Offeror”, “Subcontractor”, and/or “Bidder” means a firm proposing the work under this RFP.  “Offer” and/or “Proposal” means the package of documents the firm submits to propose the work.
Offerors wishing to respond to this RFP must submit proposals, in English, in accordance with the following instructions. Offerors are required to review all instructions and specifications contained in this RFP. Failure to do so will be at the Offeror’s risk. If the solicitation is amended, then all terms and conditions not modified in the amendment shall remain unchanged. 
Issuance of this RFP in no way obligates DAI to award a subcontract or purchase order. Offerors will not be reimbursed for any costs associated with the preparation or submission of their proposal. DAI shall in no case be responsible for liable for these costs.
Proposals are due no later than July 12, 2024, at 17 00 Hours, CAT to be submitted to rass_submissions@rassactivity.org.  Late offers will be rejected except under extraordinary circumstances at DAI’s discretion.  All proposals submitted in hardcopy shall be sealed and labeled with the RFP Number.
The submission to DAI of a proposal in response to this RFP will constitute an offer and indicates the Offeror’s agreement to the terms and conditions in this RFP and any attachments hereto. DAI reserves the right not to evaluate a nonresponsive or incomplete proposal.

2.2  Proposal Cover Letter 

A cover letter shall be included with the proposal on the Offeror’s company letterhead with a duly authorized signature and company stamp/seal using Attachment B as a template for the format. The cover letter shall include the following items:

· The Offeror will certify a validity period of 90 calendar days for the prices provided.

· Acknowledge the solicitation amendments received. 

· Documentation that the Bidder is/has an experienced and qualified environmental professional/s. 
2.3 Questions regarding the RFP

Each Bidder is responsible for reading and complying with the terms and conditions of this RFP.  Requests for clarification or additional information must be submitted in writing via email to rass_procurement@rassactivity.org or in writing to the Issuing Office as specified in the Synopsis above.   No questions will be answered by phone. Any verbal information received from a DAI or RASS employee or other entity shall not be considered as an official response to any question regarding this RFP. 

Copies of questions and responses will be distributed in writing to all prospective bidders who are on record as having received this RFP after the submission date specified in the Synopsis above.   

2.4 Pre-Proposal Bidders’ Conference

There will be a pre bidders conference for this RFP scheduled for July 08 2024, and the conference will be online; firms should send email to rass_procurement@rassactivity.org to express their interest so that the meeting link can be shared with the firms. 

3. Instructions for the Preparation of Technical Proposals

Technical proposals shall be sealed in a separate envelope/email from cost/price proposals and shall be clearly labeled as “VOLUME I: TECHNICAL PROPOSAL”. 
Technical proposals shall include the following contents.
1. Technical Approach - Description of the proposed services which meets or exceeds the stated technical specifications or scope of work.  The proposal must show how the Offeror plans to complete the work and describe an approach that demonstrates the achievement of timely and acceptable performance of the work. 
2. Management approach – Description of the Offeror’s staff assigned to the project. The proposal should describe how the proposed team members have the necessary experience and capabilities to carry out the Technical Approach (Specific to EIA). 
3. Past Performance –Provide a list of at least three (3) recent awards of similar scope and duration (specific to assignments that are Environmental Impact Assessments). The information shall be supplied as a table and shall include the legal name and address of the organization for which these services were performed, a description of work performed, the duration of the work and the value of the contract, description of any significant problems encountered and how they were resolved, and a current contact phone number of a responsible and knowledgeable representative of the organization. See Attachment F.
3.1 Services Specified
· For this RFP, DAI needs the services described in Attachment A. 

· DAI is seeking proposals from environmental management firms with extensive experience in conducting Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA). 

· Previous experience with a USAID project is preferred.
· This assignment is expected to be completed within 60 working days.

· For joint ventures, the prime contractors must provide a substantial majority of the technical work, with no subcontractor providing more than 15% of the professional effort or incurring more than 20% of the total cost.
3.2 Technical Evaluation Criteria
Each proposal will be evaluated and scored against the evaluation criteria and evaluation sub-criteria, which are stated in the table below. Cost/Price proposals are not assigned points, but for overall evaluation purposes of this RFP, technical evaluation factors other than cost/price, when combined, are considered approximately equal to cost/price factors.

4. Instructions for the Preparation of Cost/Price Proposals

4.1 Cost/Price Proposals
Cost/Price proposals shall be sealed in a separate envelope/email from technical proposals and shall be clearly labeled as “VOLUME II: COST/PRICE PROPOSAL”. 

Provided in Attachment C is a template for the Price Schedule, for firm-fixed price awards. Offerors shall complete the template including as much detailed information as possible. 
It is important to note that Value Added Tax (VAT) shall be included on a separate line. These services not eligible for VAT exemption under the DAI prime contract. The Subcontractor is responsible for all applicable taxes and fees, as prescribed under the applicable laws for income, compensation, permits, licenses, and other taxes and fees due as required.

5. Basis of Award 
5.1 Best Value Determination
DAI will review all proposals, and make an award based on the technical and cost evaluation criteria stated above and select the offeror whose proposal provides the best value to DAI. DAI may also exclude an offer from consideration if it determines that an Offeror is "not responsible", i.e., that it does not have the management and financial capabilities required to perform the work required.  

Evaluation points will not be awarded for cost.  Cost will primarily be evaluated for realism and reasonableness. DAI may award to a higher priced offeror if a determination is made that the higher technical evaluation of that offeror merits the additional cost/price.

DAI may award to an Offeror without discussions. Therefore, the initial offer must contain the Offeror’s best price and technical terms.  

5.2 Responsibility Determination

DAI will not enter into any type of agreement with an Offeror prior to ensuring the Offeror’s responsibility. When assessing an Offeror’s responsibility, the following factors are taken into consideration:

1. Provide evidence of the required business licenses to operate in the Republic of South Sudan. This document may include but not limited to certificate of incorporation, tax registration certificates, Tax clearance certificates
2. Evidence of a Unique Entity ID (SAM) (explained below and instructions contained in Attachment D).

3. The source, origin and nationality of the products or services are not from a Prohibited Country (explained below).

4. Having adequate financial resources to finance and perform the work or deliver goods or the ability to obtain financial resources without receiving advance funds from DAI.

5. Ability to comply with required or proposed delivery or performance schedules.

6. Have a satisfactory past performance record.

7. Have a satisfactory record of integrity and business ethics.

8. Have the necessary organization, experience, accounting and operational controls and technical skills.

9. Have the necessary production, construction and technical equipment and facilities if applicable.

10. Be qualified and eligible to perform work under applicable laws and regulations.

6. Anticipated post-award Deliverables. 

Upon award of a subcontract, the deliverables and deadlines detailed in below table will be submitted to DAI. The Offeror should detail proposed costs per deliverable in the Price Schedule. All of the deliverables must be submitted to DAI and approved by DAI/USAID before payment will be processed.

7. Inspection & Acceptance

The designated DAI/RASS Infrastructure Manager will inspect from time to time the services being performed to determine whether the activities are being performed in a satisfactory manner, and that all equipment or supplies are of acceptable quality and standards. The subcontractor shall be responsible for any countermeasures or corrective action, within the scope of this RFP, which may be required by the DAI Chief of Party as a result of such inspection. 

8. Compliance with Terms and Conditions

8.1 General Terms and Conditions

Offerors agree to comply with the general terms and conditions for an award resulting from this RFP. The selected Offeror shall comply with all Representations and Certifications of Compliance listed in Attachment G. 

8.2 Prohibited Technology

Bidders MUST NOT provide any goods and/or services that utilize telecommunications and video surveillance products from the following companies: Huawei Technologies Company, ZTE Corporation, Hytera Communications Corporation, Hangzhou Hikvision Digital Technology Company, or Dahua Technology Company, or any subsidiary or affiliate thereof, in compliance with FAR 52.204-25.
8.3
Source and Nationality

Under the authorized geographic code for its contract DAI may only procure goods and services from the following countries. 

Geographic Code 935: Goods and services from any area or country including the cooperating country but excluding Prohibited Countries.

DAI must verify the source and nationality of goods and services and ensure (to the fullest extent possible) that DAI does not procure any goods or services from prohibited countries listed by the Office of Foreign Assets Control (OFAC) as sanctioned countries. OFAC sanctioned countries may be searched within the System for Award Management (SAM) at www.SAM.gov. The current list of countries under comprehensive sanctions include the following: Cuba, Iran, North Korea, Sudan, and Syria. Goods may not transit through or be assembled in comprehensive sanctioned origin or nationality countries, nor can the vendor be owned or controlled by a prohibited country. DAI is prohibited from facilitating any transaction by a third party if that transaction would be prohibited if performed by DAI.  

By submitting a proposal in response to this RFP, Offerors confirm that they are not violating the Source and Nationality requirements of the goods or services being offered and that the goods and services comply with the Geographic Code and the exclusions for prohibited countries outlined above.

8.4
Unique Entity ID (SAM)
There is a mandatory requirement for your organization to provide a Unique Entity ID (SAM) to DAI. Without a Unique Entity ID (SAM), DAI cannot deem an Offeror “responsible” to conduct business with and therefore, DAI will not enter into a subcontract/purchase order or monetary agreement with any organization. The determination of a successful offeror/applicant resulting from this RFP/RFQ/RFA is contingent upon the winner providing a Unique Entity ID (SAM) to DAI. Offerors who fail to provide Unique Entity ID (SAM) will not receive an award and DAI will select an alternate Offeror.

All U.S. and foreign organizations which receive first-tier subcontracts/ purchase orders with a value of $30,000 and above are required to obtain a Unique Entity ID (SAM) prior to signing of the agreement.   Organizations are exempt from this requirement if the gross income received from all sources in the previous tax year was under $300,000. DAI requires that Offerors sign the self-certification statement if the Offeror claims exemption for this reason.

9. Anti-Corruption and Anti-Bribery Policy and Reporting Responsibilities

DAI conducts business under the strictest ethical standards to assure fairness in competition, reasonable prices and successful performance or delivery of quality goods and equipment. DAI does not tolerate the following acts of corruption:

Subcontractors must also avoid collusion or conflicts of interest in their procurements from vendors. Any such relationship must be disclosed immediately to DAI management for review and appropriate action, including possible exclusion from award.

These acts of corruption are not tolerated and may result in serious consequences, including termination of the award and possible suspension and debarment by the U.S. Government, excluding the offeror or subcontractor from participating in future U.S. Government business.

INTRODUCTION

In partial fulfillment of objective three (3) of the Resilience through Agriculture in South Sudan Activity (RASS Activity), DAI has identified priority assets and community-level infrastructure for construction and rehabilitation in Budi, Jur River, Kapoeta North, Wau, and Yambio counties. The process engaged traditional authorities, local government, civil society organizations, and the private sector; and encouraged all community members including women, youth, and marginalized peoples to participate in prioritizing the assets and infrastructures.

This call is specifically for six (6) proposed construction sub projects to be constructed in Wau County, Jur River County, Kapoeta North County, Budi County and Yambio County.


REGULATORY CONTEXT AND COMPLIANCE REQUIREMENTS. 

The USAID-supported projects including RASS must comply with relevant environmental regulations, labour standards, animal welfare regulations, and public health requirements. These may include adherence to standards set by organizations like the World Health Organization (WHO), Food and Agriculture Organization (FAO), and the local government agencies. The compliance requirements may include consideration of  land use, water and waste management, water usage, land, air and water pollution control, and animal welfare standards, and it is very important to consult to with local environmental agencies and adhere to their regulations throughout the construction process.

Note: There is a Mandatory Requirement for your Organization to Provide an Unique Entity ID (SAM) to DAI

I. 	SUBCONTRACTS/PURCHASE ORDERS:  All domestic and foreign organizations which receive first-tier subcontracts/ purchase orders with a value of $30,000 and above are required to obtain an Unique Entity ID (SAM) prior to signing of the agreement. Your organization is exempt from this requirement if the gross income received from all sources in the previous tax year was under $300,000.  Please see the self-certification form attached.

II.	MONETARY GRANTS: All foreign entities receiving first-tier monetary grants (standard, simplified and FOGs) with a value equal to or over $25,000 and performing work outside the U.S. must obtain an Unique Entity ID (SAM)  prior to signing of the grant. All U.S. organizations who are recipients of first-tier monetary grants of any value are required to obtain an Unique Entity ID (SAM); the exemption for under $25,000 applies to foreign organizations only.

Background:

Summary of Current U.S. Government Requirements - Unique Entity ID (SAM) 

Effective April 4, 2022, entities doing business with the federal government will use the Unique Entity Identifier (SAM) created in SAM.gov. The Unique Entity ID (SAM) is a 12-character alphanumeric value managed, granted, and owned by the government. This allows the government to streamline the entity identification and validation process, making it easier and less burdensome for entities to do business with the federal government. 



Entities are assigned an identifier during registration or one can be requested at SAM.gov without needing to register. Ernst and Young provides the validation services for the U.S. Government. The information required for getting an Unique Entity ID (SAM) without registration is minimal. It only validates your organization's legal business name and address. It is a verification that your organization is what you say it is.



The Unique Entity ID (SAM) does not expire. 



Summary of Previous U.S. Government Requirements – DUNS



The Data Universal Numbering System (DUNS) is a system developed and managed by Dun and Bradstreet that assigns a unique nine-digit identifier to a business entity. It is a common standard world-wide and was previously used by the U.S. Government to assign unique entity identifiers. This system was retired by the U.S. Government on April 4, 2022 and replaced with the Unique Entity Identifier (SAM). After April 4, 2022 the federal government will have no requirements for the DUNS number. 



If the entity was registered in SAM.gov (active or inactive registration), an Unique Entity ID (SAM) was assigned and viewable in the entity registration record in SAM.gov prior to the April 4, 2022 transition. The Unique Entity ID (SAM) can be found by signing into SAM.gov and selecting the Entity Management widget in your Workspace or by signing in and searching entity information.







Instructions detailing the process to be followed in order to obtain an Unique Entity ID (SAM) for your organization begin on the next page.


THE PROCESS FOR OBTAINING AN UNIQUE ENTITY ID IS OUTLINED BELOW:

1. Have the following information ready to request an Unique Entity ID (SAM)

a. Legal Business Name 

b. Physical Address (including ZIP + 4)

c. SAM.gov account (this is a user account, not actual SAM.gov business registration).

i. As a new user, to get a SAM.gov account, go to www.sam.gov. 

1. Click “Sign In” on the upper right hand corner. 

2. Click on “Create a User Account”

NOTE: Creating a user account does not create a registration in SAM, nor will it update/renew an existing registration in SAM.
