Background
MOMENTUM Integrated Health Resilience (MIHR), funded by USAID, works in fragile settings on family planning and reproductive health (FP/RH) and maternal, newborn, and child health (MNCH). The project currently works in eight countries (South Sudan, DRC, Mali, Burkina Faso, Tanzania, Niger, Yemen and Sudan). 
In South Sudan, MIHR introduced labor care guide (LCG) and trained health care providers on LCG for monitoring of women in labor as per World Health organization (WHO) recommendation. Following the introduction of the LCG tool, MIHR provided support to health facilities with maternity admission files as well as with LCG tool and on job mentorship. This was to assist the health care workers (HCWs) in improving their documentation when admitting maternal clients/patients in the labor ward and correct time on when to use LCG tool during childbirth as part of quality improvement for maternal and newborn care. 
MIHR is currently assessing the level implementation of the LCG in the 13 supported health facilities.  The project has collected data from the facilities and is seeking technical assistance from suitable consultant with IT skills to build a data entry form in ODK for capture of the data from paper-based forms. The consultant shall also help the project to perform cleaning of data in the ODK and run analysis generating tables as directed by the MNH advisors.

· Develop Labor Care Guide data entry form/tool on ODK for entry of data from paper-based forms.
· Conduct cleaning and analysis of LCG data downloaded from the ODK.
