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1 Background 
Mission 21 South Sudan is implementing several projects in South Sudan, which impact the lives of young girls, women and boys, teachers and among others. Research information are critically important, not only to make us a learning institution, but also to inform our strategies for relevant interventions to various stakeholders, in this case, the women and girls of South Sudan, who bear the greatest burden of the recurring armed conflict in the country. Mission 21 hopes to capture the felt needs of women in (post) conflict South Sudan, as they seek to cope and care for their children, in the midst of insecurity, health and the prevailing harsh economic conditions in the country.
2 Purpose
The assessment should draw the different life situations with all their challenges of girls and women on different levels: women in the POC’s, widows, single mom’s, young women, girls with access to education, access in decision making bodies etc.

The assessment should also capture the role of the churches and how they address the needs of the women in their congregation.

This assignment seeks to understand and document the felt needs among women as a result of the successive armed conflicts in South Sudan, by drawing on lessons from past and current experiences to improve the quality and means of existing support (from different actors) to such women and thereby creating sustainable level of resilience.

The ultimate objective of the assessment is to understand and research about the needs of the women, which includes all women (please also specify: women in the POCs, widows, single mom’s, young women etc.) as a result of the ongoing armed conflict. The needs assessment includes specific recommendations and suggestions how to integrate or reintegrate girls and women in the society. 
3 Time frame

3.1 Time budget

The engagement is expected to commence once a contract has been signed between the Consultant and Mission 21, and the exercise is expected to take 26 working days.

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4 Methodology
Mission 21 seeks the service of a Consultant, to produce a high quality research product, capturing the felt needs of women in the (post) conflict situation in South Sudan. The research must capture such needs through personal stories and interviews but also share quantitative data in a creative manner (also throughout the past years, since 2013). 
Research will take place by desk work (please see annex), but also in the field. The research locations will be Kakuma refugee camp, Pochalla, Malakal and Juba. It is mandatory that the need assessment of women from within the POCs should also be captured.

All research information produced will be the property of Mission 21 and may not be used without permission. The consultant will work in close collaboration with Mission 21 Coordination team, to ensure delivery of required outputs on pre-defined standards.
4.1 Requirements
a) Potential candidates are required to present their applications, clearly spelling out the following details: i) research methodology, ii) the timeline, and iii) budget related details, for further discussions.

b) The selected candidate will be required to submit final products, as spelt out in ‘outputs’ and in accordance with the agreed timelines.

c) For all communication, the selected candidate will be bound to adhere to the branding and sensitivity guidelines of Mission 21.

d) The consultant will be contractually bound to incorporate the feedback from the Mission 21 team.

5 Reporting
a) The Consultant is expected to produce a written report, which must include strategies, methodology’s and tools, about the needs of the women on different levels.

b) The report also includes an actors mapping of all actors who are working specific on women (including describing the project in short) and the convention 1325.

c) The report also includes pictures of the surrounding and interview partners, if allowed.

d) Make a 30 minutes’ verbal presentation of his or her work in a summary form.

e) The written report should include detailed recommendations how to improve the situation of the women on different level and an expert conclusion

f) Financial statement of expert
The consultant will be responsible for ensuring high quality piece of work.
Mission 21 will approve the final product.
